Legislators will also be invited to meet bilaterally with the teams analysing their country's 
performance in the OECD Economics Department.

Additionally, outside the main programme, the Global Parliamentary Network Team stands 
ready to organise bilateral meetings upon request with OECD experts on topics of relevance for 
your parliamentary work.

We would very much look forward to welcoming Dutch MPs to the OECD for this important 
event.
